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Leopoldo Nuti (Siena, 1958) is Professor of International History at Roma
Tre University and Co-Director of the Nuclear Proliferation International
History Project. From 2014 to 2018 he was President of the Italian Society of
International History. Among his most recent publications are (with David

Matthew Jones is Professor of International History at the LSE, where he
served as Head of Department between 2017 and 2020. Professor Jones is
the author or co-author of six books and specialises in US and British
foreign and defence policy, decolonization in South East Asia, and nuclear
history. He is the Cabinet Office official historian of the UK strategic nuclear
deterrent and in that role has so far published two volumes in this series,
covering the period between 1945 and 1970.

David Holloway is an emeritus professor of history and political science at
Stanford University. He is from Ireland; his degrees are from Cambridge,
and he taught at the University of Edinburgh before coming to Stanford. He
is the author of The Soviet Union and the Arms Race (1983), Stalin and the
Bomb: The Soviet Union and Atomic Energy, 1939-1956 (1994) and Nuclear
Weapons: An International History (due in February 2026). All published by
Yale University Press. The last book deals with the period from 1939 to 1989.
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Joseph F. Pilat is a Program Manager in the Center for National Security
and International Studies at the Los Alamos National Laboratory. He served
as Representative of the Secretary of Defense to the Fourth Review
Conference of the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT), and as senior
adviser to the US Delegation at the 1995 NPT Review and Extension
Conference. Dr. Pilat also served as representative of the Secretary of
Defense to the Open Skies negotiations. He has held positions in the
Pentagon and the Congressional Research Service, and has taught at Cornell
University, Georgetown University and the College of William and Mary.
Most recently, he is the co-editor of the Handbook of Nuclear Proliferation
and Policy (Routledge, 2015), the co-author of The Politics of Weapons
Inspections (Stanford University Press, 2017), the editor of Nuclear Latency
and Hedging: Concepts, History and Issues (Woodrow Wilson Press, 2019), the
editor of The International Atomic Energy Agency: Historical reflections,
Current Challenges and Future Prospects (Routledge, 2021) and the coauthor
of The End of Arms Control? Challenges to Arms Control and Nonproliferation
after the Russian Invasion of Ukraine (forthcoming).
