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Private Health Insurance over the Life Cycle - Implications for the
Health Care System in an Aging Society

1. Aim of the Project

This project aims to study Private Health Insurance (PHI) markets in systems with Universal Health
Insurance (UHI), focusing on individuals’ demand for PHI over the life-cycle and the welfare implications
for government policies. The project includes 3 parts: (1) an empirical study on life-cycle PHI demand in
the presence of UHI using household survey data; (2) development of a theoretical model (a dynamic
stochastic general equilibrium life-cycle model with heterogeneous agents) to explain the insurance
demand over the life-cycle; (3) policy experiments to investigate implications of several government
policies and regulations of PHI markets and social insurance, e.g. subsidies for PHI (including employer
provided PHI), regulation related to discrimination based on health status and interaction between PHI and
UHI. In an aging society (like Japan and European countries), benefits provided by a government
sponsored UHI are likely to be reduced over time because of higher demand of medical care and fewer tax
payers. Supplemental insurance in private markets will play a more crucial role in insuring residual health
risk. In particular, the out-of-pocket medical expenditures still can be a big burden for elderly people even
now when the UHI covers 70% of the medical cost because the elderly’s (65+) medical expenditures are
4-6 times higher than the young’s and the top 10% can be higher than 6 million yen in a year. It will be a
more serious issue in a more aged society happening soon. Therefore, the development of well-functioning
PHI markets is important that may largely help individuals to insure themselves against health risk over the
life cycle (and rely less on public assistance, which will be problematic financially).

This project will help to understand what PHI policy and how it can effectively help to reduce individuals’

medical expenditure risk in an aging society.

3. Summary of the research results

We have learned the literature and data related to long-term care in HRS and PSID. We focused on the

long-term care issue for elderly people and investigated why private long-term care insurance is not

popular although it is important in an aging society. Long-term care is likely to be needed when people

getting older and it expensive to have a quality care. Empirical studies have found the market of long-term

care is very small in the US. Brown and Finkelstein (2008 AER), the Interaction of Public and Private

Insurance:

Medicaid and the Long-Term Care Insurance Market, provides a simple theoretical analysis on the

crowding-out effect of Medicaid (a means-tested public health insurance program, which covers a basic

level of long-term care for eligible individuals) and has rich information of data and calibration. Some

points worth noting:

(1) Individuals have a lower expected cost on long-term care because of Medicaid, but insurance
company's expected cost of long-term care is higher. Individuals would feel the private insurance of

long-term care is overpriced.
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(2) Rich people, who have less chance to qualify Medicaid, tend to buy more private insurance of

long-term care. Brown Finkelstein 2007 (JPubE ) provides some empirical evidence.

We have done a lot of data analysis by using US datasets, e.g. PSID and HRS, to see the relationships

between long-term care usage and individual status.

We also have built up a theoretical model for numerical exercises and policy experiments of lowering

down Medicaid benefits to see corresponding crowding out and welfare effects. The results are useful for

all aging economies.

3. Summary of the research results

First Alistair Munro and Professor Booysen worked on some ideas for joint experiments on family
decisions in South Africa. Professor Booysen visited GRIPS for one week in February 2015 to learn more
about experimental economics and experiment design. A pilot experiment was conducted in the Free State,
South Africa in February and March 2015. However, the major goal of the project was to initiate
collaboration between researchers in GRIPS and a major South African university. In this regard, the
project was also very successful. On the basis of the collaboration, Professor Booysen was able to obtain
funding from the European Union for an ongoing project and also to get a research grant from the South
African National Research Foundation for "The Lesika Family Field Laboratory" project. As part of this
project, Alistair Munro and Bereket Kebede will visit South Africa in September 2015 for a workshop. A
field experiment and survey is planned for 2015/2016. Subject to funding, a GRIPS PhD student may also

visit South Africa to participate in the research there.

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Bringing the Central Bank into the Study of Currency
Internationalization

1. Aim of the Project

The outbreak of the global financial crisis of 2008-2009 reignited vibrant debate over the future of the
global monetary system. One particularly important issue is the question of whether the Chinese renminbi
will evolve into a consequential international currency, competing with or even replacing the US dollar as
the dominant international currency. The answer to that question ultimately relies on understanding which
factors affect currency internationalization. Economists have long addressed this issue by presenting a list
of determinants of currency internationalization. Meanwhile, political economy research on the subject has

been growing since the crisis, although it is still at an early stage.

However, the literature—including both economics and political economy—on currency internationalization
neglects the role of the central bank in the process of currency internationalization. This is a crucial
problem, given that the central bank is one of the core stakeholders in currency internationalization in its
role as the issuer of currency. Moreover, the role of the central bank regarding currency internationalization
is rather unclear inasmuch as theory and actual practice are at odds. From a theoretical viewpoint, one of
the major costs of currency internationalization for the issuing state is constraints on domestic monetary
policy, which implies that the central bank is likely to be opposed to or reluctant about the
internationalization of its currency. In contrast to such a theoretical expectation, however, history reveals
quite the opposite: the People’s Bank of China (China’s central bank) has been one of the most enthusiastic
advocates for renminbi internationalization. In addition, the Federal Reserve (the US central bank) played
crucial roles in dollar internationalization during the early 20th century when the dollar began to emerge as
an international currency, and today the Fed remains very positive about the role of the dollar as the

dominant international currency.

In this context, this research aims to provide an innovative political economy analysis of the preference for
or against implementing currency internationalization and the subsequent role of the central bank therein,

thus bringing the central bank into the study of currency internationalization.

3. Summary of the research results

We have conducted an analysis of the current level of the internationalization of the RMB as one of
the first steps of this research project. Although the internationalization of the RMB has made a
substantial progress in recent years, the use of the RMB in ordinary foreign economies is still very
marginal. These findings were presented as a conference paper ("The Renminbi in Ordinary
Economies: A Demand-Side Study of Currency Globalization") at the 2015 International Studies
Association Annual Convention, New Orleans, February 18 to 21, 2015. A different version of the
paper ("The Renminbi in China’s Next-Door Neighbor") has been also accepted by the journal The
Review of Northeast Asian Studies to be published in May 2015.
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We have extensively reviewed the economics, as well as political economy, literature on the impact of
currency internationalization on domestic monetary policy effectiveness. The conventional argument
is that the internationalization of a country's currency tends to reduce its monetary policy autonomy.
Our comprehensive literature survey has found, however, that the impact of the internationalization of
a country's currency on its monetary policy is not necessarily negative. The internationalization of a

currency may even strengthen the issuing country's monetary policy autonomy.

We have conducted an extensive survey on the literature on internationalization of the RMB, and
identified the major existing explanations for why China has actively promoted RMB
internationalization. The major explanations include: to reduce China's reliance on the US dollar, to

strengthen its international influence and status, to accelerate its domestic financial reform, and so on.

We have built the main hypotheses of this research: (1) the internationalization of a currency is likely
to strengthen the central bank's policy autonomy from both markets and the government; and (2) a
central bank with low policy autonomy is likely to pursue internationalization of its currency as a

means to strengthen its policy autonomy.

We have analyzed the independence of the People's Bank of China (PBOC). The PBOCs
independence is still limited. However, it does have its own policy preferences, although it has to
struggle with other policy makers in order to reflect its preferences in actual policy outcomes. In fact,

the independence of the PBOC has increased substantially over the recent years.

We have undertaken investigation of the roles of the PBOC in internationalization of the RMB. The
PBOC has been enthusiastically pushing ahead with RMB internationalization, acting as its key
supporter.

We have begun examination of the preferences of other central banks, including the Bank of Japan
(BOJ) and the US Federal Reserve, regarding the internationalization of their currencies. The BOJ had
been reluctant in promoting the internationalization of the yen in the past, but has recently changed its
position to support it. The Fed has not been against the status of the US dollar as the key international
currency.

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One-year Master’s Program of Public Policy (MP1)
Two-year Master’s Program of Public Policy (MP2)

1. Program outline

The international Program of Public Policy (PPP) has both one year (MP1) and two year (MP2) components.
Like other international programs at GRIPS, the PPP academic year begins in October and ends in
September. MP1 provides managers and leaders with the fundamental skills needed for policy analysis and
policy management. MP2, which has a similar structure in the first year, provides the additional technical
skills needed to be professional policy analysts. Students in both MP1 and MP2 receive a common
interdisciplinary and analytical foundation through core courses and a specialized education through courses
in one of four concentration areas: economic policy (EP), international development studies (IDS),
international relations (IR), and public policy (PP). Students round out their studies by choosing from a
wide variety of specialty courses which provide either analytical depth or practical knowledge. Practical
courses are offered by government officials with extensive experience in actual policy formulation and
implementation. In addition to the study of conventional Western-based paradigms, PPP students benefit
from the policy-making experience of Japan and other Asian countries. A series of mandatory policy
workshops offers training in policy-making skills and guidance on policy research. MP1 students are
required to produce a policy report and may qualify for either a Master of Public Policy or a Master of Public
Administration. MP2 students produce a master’s thesis and earn a Master of Arts in Public Policy. In the
GRIPS Summer Program, students organize and work in interdisciplinary and multi-disciplinary groups on

important real-world policy issues; in addition, MP2 students are given guidance on thesis preparation.

2. Program operation

The current structure of the PPP was adopted in 2011 following extensive deliberations by a GRIPS
committee consisting of 8 professors. As currently constituted, the PPP is an umbrella organization
consisting of four concentration areas. The program director is assisted by two deputy directors, four
concentration leaders, a program committee, and two staff coordinators. The director provides guidance on
program operation and works closely with the staff coordinators on day-to-day management including
coordination with major stakeholders. In the decentralized system created by the 2011 reforms, the four
concentration leaders are responsible for providing overall supervision of the policy workshops and
independent study (MP2) in their specialty areas. The primary role of the two deputy directors is to
coordinate with concentration leaders to guide student research and writing. In October, the 27 current
members of the PPP Program Committee were assigned to one of three sub-committees to provide the
director with improved advice and support. The three subcommittees are: Supervisory Committee
(Administration), Academic Committee (Curriculum and Student Affairs), and General Affairs Committee
(Planning, Promotion, and Budget). The Supervisory Committee consists of the director, two deputy

directors, and four concentration leaders.
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At the end of FY2014, 96 percent of the 51 active students had full scholarships (2 students were self-
financed). Total scholarships (MP1 and MP2) by source were: MEXT (24), ADB (13), CAMPUS Asia (2),
JICA-Afghanistan PEACE (2), and Foreign Governments (5). Of the scholarship students, 25 were MP1 and
24 were MP2.

3. Changes in curriculum and lecture content

Several important changes made in the structure of the PPP in FY2013 was started in FY2014. A new core
course, Introduction to Public Policy Studies, was introduced into the curriculum as a replacement for one of
the public policy workshops. PPP became the first GRIPS program to adopt this conventional policy course.
The remaining two policy workshops continue to be supervised separately by each of the four concentrations.

And New PPP curriculum designed by the incoming PPP administration was implemented in October 2014.

4. Student matters

In March 2015, there were a total of 51 students enrolled in the PPP. This number includes 41 new
international students admitted in October 2014 (27 students in MP1 and 14 students in MP2). The new
students joined a group of 10 international MP2 students. The total also includes one Japanese student.
Current PPP students come from 26 countries including one from Japan. Female students made up 52

percent of the total student population (compared to 45 percent in FY2013).

In the admission process, Skype interviews were conducted selectively. In addition, several interview trips
were made: Prof. Chey to Sri Lanka for JICA/JDS scholarships for the MP2 program, Professor Tanaka to
Philippines for JICA/JDS scholarships for MP1 program, and Professor Wie to Beijing for JICA/JIDS China
scholarship program for MP1 program.

5. Student research

PPP takes student research and writing very seriously. Students are assigned to one of the four
concentrations based on their preferences. At the end of FY2014, the distribution of active students by
concentration (number of MP1 &MP2 1% year, MP2 in parentheses) is: EP (12, 6), IDS (8, 1), IR (7, 2), and
PP (12, 3). PP Workshop II(Policy Debate Seminar II) and Independent Study are evaluated using the full
GRIPS grading scale (rather than the current pass-fail policy) since FY2013, and the goal is to improve the
quality of student research. Copies of all MA policy reports and theses are maintained in the GRIPS library.

1. Program outline

Taught in English, this is a three to five-year programme designed for students to become proficient in the
research and analysis of real-world policy issues, utilizing economics methodologies. By seeking to produce
highly trained researchers who can occupy leading positions in their home administrations and universities
the programme also aims to raise the reputation of GRIPS internationally. The policy analysis (PA)
programme offers specialization in Public Economics, Development Economics, and International
Economics and has a heavy emphasis on the real-world policy faced by countries individually and
collectively. In helping its students to clarify the theoretical, empirical and structural cause of real-world
problems and to analyse possible solutions, it seeks to foster the next generation of policy researchers. While
the integrated version of the doctoral programme has a 5 years standard term of study that includes both a
masters and pure research component, it is also possible to obtain doctoral degree in three years minimum
for students which a strong prior training in economic analysis. Emphasis is placed on economics, but the
programme encourages cooperation within the policy sciences (political science, international relations,
public administration, social engineering, etc.) and other disciplines and to that end requires students to take
courses from across GRIPS. Because all classes are conducted in English, Japanese students — there are
currently eight on the programme - also receive the same training and benefit from the close interaction with

their foreign students peers.

2. Program operation

In addition to the writing of the thesis, course work consisting of elective and required courses, forms an
important part of the programme. Students must demonstrate their mastery of the core concepts of policy
analysis by passing two Qualifying Examinations (QE). In the basic QE, students must take a demanding set
of exams that covers the core of modern microeconomics, macroeconomics and econometrics. Subsequently,
in the Field QE, students are tested in their knowledge of their chosen research field. After a student has
passed the Basic QE he or she must write a research proposal, select a supervisor, and start research
activities for the dissertation. Once the field QE has been passed, the student engages fully in research. As
one of the required courses in the master's programme, students must attend and play an active role in the
Graduate Seminar I — an interactive class in which cutting-edge research is presented by outside and often

international speakers.

3. Improvements in issues including content of education

In 2014 the content of the Advanced courses in Microeconomics was updated, introducing a stronger
emphasis on public policy-related matters. After consultation with students and faculty, new options in
macroeconomics and computational economics were launched to meet the needs of the increasing numbers

of students who wish to do research in modern macroeconomics.
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4. Student details

Currently there are 46 students in the programme, drawn from 19 countries most of which are in east Asia or
Africa. Eight new students entered in 2014, from Bangladesh, Ghana, Japan, Vietnam and Zimbabwe.
Approximately half the PA students are early and mid-career civil servants on leave from their home
institutions. The second largest group are university professors in training. In recent years, the programme
has also accepted a small number of younger students who will enter the job market after graduation. In
2014, for the first time, PhD students from GRIPS obtained positions after being interviewed at the
American Economic Association annual meeting - the world’s largest and most competitive market for

graduating economics students.

5. Announcement of student research results

Students must attend the Graduate seminars I-III to observe and interact with outside speakers, but also as
part of their training they must present their research results internally at least twice before graduating. By
default as from 2014 PhD dissertations are posted on the GRIPS website. The programme strongly supports
students who wish to present their work at international conferences, and encourages them to publish their
work within the GRIPS Discussion Paper series and in international, refereed journals. In 2014 students
presented their work at 17 international conferences in the USA, Taiwan, UK, Australia, China, Thailand
and Spain amongst other countries. Current and recently-graduated students published in internationally-
respected, peer-reviewed journals that include the American Journal of Economics: Applied; H A7
